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Abstract

This study investigated needs for co-curricular activities of lower secondary
students at Montfort College: The sample under study comprised 302 Mathayom Suksa 1-3
students at the specified College. The instrument used was a questionnaire with essential
items related to the forementioned topic. The collected data were then analyzed through the
applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings could be summarized as follows:

Students had need for all 4 main co-curricular activities that the College provided.
They were : activities for academic promotion — computer, science and thinking math clubs;
activities for religion, culture and arts promotion ~ conservation of Thai culture, conservation
of folk arts and local wisdom, Buddhistic study and bible study clubs; activities for sports
promotion — badminton, football, sports for health, takraw and traditional Thai checkers
clubs; and activities for conservation promotion - natural environment conservation
promotion — natural environment conservation and herbs near you clubs. Moreover. students
needed free choice in joining the specific club, advance announcement for joining and

needed unlimited attendance for each club.
