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Abstract

This research purposes to study and compare with interests concerning opposite
sex of students based on sex. The group sample is 150 Mathayom Suksa 4 students of
Sanpathongvittayakom School, Chiang Mai province. The instruments used to collect the data

was a questionnaire and analyzed by using percentage, frequency, mean, standard deviation and

t —test.

The results are as follows:

1. Students’ interests about behaving, studying and dressing of the opposite
sex at the moderate level.

2. The comparison of interests in the opposite sex by gender reveals that:
2.1 The boys’ students interest about behaving of the opposite sex was
higher than the girls’ at .001 level of significance.
2.2 The boy students interest about studying of the opposite sex was
higher than the girls’ at .001 level of significance.
2.3 The boys the girls had no difference in their iﬁterests about dressing of

opposite sex.
