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Abstract

The research was to study occupational interest of Mathayom Suksa 3 students
of Watthanothaipayap School, Chiang Mai. The sample of 205 subjects was simple-
randomized from the 431 population students who were enrolled in 2™ semester of 2001
academic year. The instrument was the Self-Directed Search (SDS) which was
developed basing on Holland’s theory of occupational choice which was divided into 5
groups each of which would assess 6 occupational charateristics, namely, realistic,
investigative, artisitic, social, enterprising, and conventional. Statistics used were
frequency, percentage, and Chi-square values. The findings are as follows: The
students’ interest fell mostly upon the enterprising occupation(32.7%); followed by
investigative(22.4%), artistic(15.6%), social(14.4%), and realistic types of occupation
(11.2%). The least interest was on conventional occupation(3.9%). It was also found that
gender, grade point average, and study program related to the students’ occupational
interest while parents’ occupation had no relationship with the students’ occupational

interest.
