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Abstract

This study investigated academic affairs performance of Jittrawittaya School in
Mueang Chiang Mai District. Population under study comprised 70 teachers who were in
active duty at the forementioned School in the 2001 academic year. Instrument used was a
questionnaire containing items relevant to the topic under examination. Collected data were
analyzed through application of percentage.

Findings were summarized as follows :

Most respondents indicated that almost all tasks of academic affairs at Jittrawittaya
“School were performed in relation to curriculum and its implementation, instructional
arrangement, instructional materials and aids, supervision, library, and measurement and
evaluation. In contrast, some respondents expressed that there were small number of unfufilled
tasks such as curriculum implementation evaluation, arrangement of activities in encouraging
students to participate with the community concerning ‘the enhancement of life experiences,
various ways usage of materials and aids for instruction, advanced explanation / announcement
of collegial supervision be given to teachers before acting , guidelines for public relations style

of how to inform parents regarding student learning achievement, and encouraged / prepared

students to create body of knowledge by themselves.
