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Abstract

The research was to investigate and compare self — concept of students with diffferent
gender, and achievement. The sample was composd of 140 Mathayom Suksa 5 of Chiangmai
University Demonstration School enrolled in 2™ semester of 2001 academic year randomized
from the polulation of 179 with 95 % level of reliability. The instrument had 2 sections :
respondents’ general information and self — concept which covered 6 aspects, namely, behavioral,
intellectual & school status, physical appearance & characteristics, anxiety, popularity, and
satisfaction. Statistics used to analyze the data were frequency and percentage. The test of
difference was done through t-test and F-test

The finding are as follows :

1. Male students had overall lower positive aspect of self — concept than female
students, Male students had lower positive self — concept in 3 aspects - behavioral, anxiety and
physical appearance and characteristic. There was no difference conceming intellectual & school
status, popularity, and satisfaction.

2. Students with high achievement had higher positive self — concept than those with
moderate and low achievement. Students with different achievement differed in 5 the aspects

and satisfaction but did not differ in the aspect of anxiety.
