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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study was to set guidelines on preparation of the readiness for
assessing standard of the students studying at Certificate in Vocational Education Level
(Accumulative Credits Program) at Chiang Mai Polytechnic College. The population group
used in the study were college administrators, instructors and personnel; a total number of 33
persons and 166 first year standing students. The instrument used for the study was a
questionnaire asking the population’s opinion about the preparation of readiness for assessing
standard of the students, Data were analyzed by using mean, standard deviation, frequency, and
percentage. The results were then presented in descriptive fashion.

The results showed that the students were ready for assessing almost at every
standard, except Standard items 1 and 6. For Standard item lconcerning self honesty, students
still behaved some undesirable behaviors, such as stealing, cheating on examination, and
plagiarism. For Standard item 6 involvihg good habit and health and refraining from drug usage

and gambling, some students still smoke, drink and play some gambling. However, the



" administrators, instructors and personnel expressed that students were ready for every standard;
only few should be improved.

Guidelines for improving the said preparation for Standard item 1 were suggested as
the followings. Books and documents relating to secular and religion concerns should be
provided in library, question and answer tournament based on those books should be set up, a
good behave student should be rewarded, and behavior score should be counted. Moreover,
ethical subject should be required as a core course. Instructors should add the topics of moral
and also ethics including the background of Thai inventors who were successful and well
known worldwide and brought the honor to the nation and socicty. The autography of people in
various careers including their difficulties before they were successful should be introduced. In
addition, instructors should indicate the happiness of job the students chose. In so doing,
students would select and worship those people as a model of living in future.

As for the Standard item 6, youth center should be built on college campus. Students
could come to get together for playing games and training job skills. Students also would spend

their time to be of benefit to them. Finally, a practice in meditation should be conducted.
