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| Abstract

This research’s objective was to develop Local Curriculum on Karen Cloth Weaving
Subject for the Lower Secondary Classroom at Mae Tuen Wittayakom School, Omkoi
District, Chiang Mai Province. The studied group consisted of 17 persons from the group of
population who had given the data for studying the curriculum’s setting factors and 23

persons from the group of population who had given the data for the curriculum’s using’s

evaluation. The research’s tool consisted of 2 sets of the interviewing forms for studying the

curriculum’s setting factors, the curriculum and the learning activity plan on the Karen Cloth
. Weaving Subject, the student’s learning outcome evaluation forms, 4 sets of the questionnaires
“ and the interviewing forms for the curriculum’s using result evaluation . Data were analyzed by

using percentage, mean standard deviation and the analytical description.




The findings of this rescarch were as follows:

1. The development for the “Karen Cloth Weaving Subject” of the local curriculum for
the lower secondary education level at Mae Tuen Wittayakom School, Omkoi District, Chiang
Maij Province on the curriculum’s setting factors were the vocational curriculum’s arrangement’s
condition and the Karen’s woven cloth conservation’s need. For the curriculum’s design was the
integration of the curriculum that mainly depended on the efficiency and the curriculum that
mainly depended on the social roles. After that the curriculum’s framework was submitted to be
examnined by the specialists. For the practical curriculum’s usage having contracted with the
conceminé persons, the material and equipment’s preparation and publicized the curriculum and
then operate the various learning activities provided the chances for the local experts to co-operate
the teaching with the teachers and took part on the learner’s outcome evaluation. For the learner’s
success evaluation consisted of the Cognitive Domain, the Affective Domain and the
Psychomotor Domain including the opinions of the parents, the society’s leaders, and the teachers.

"2, On the case of the curriculum’s usage found that most learners had the learning’s
success at “good” level. On the case of the parent’s opinions on the learners’ of satisfaction
changes found that their opinions ware mainly sated at the “much” level. On the case of the
Isociety 1eaders about the vocational curriculwm found that the learners’ outcome were suitable
\with the curri‘culum’s usage. The teachers’ opinions on the suitable of the vocational curriculum’s
development found that the form and the description of the curriculum including the objectives,
the contents, the learning activities and the evalﬁation, including the practical using of the
curriculnm ontﬁe activity operation and the suitable contract with the local specialists were

suitable.
