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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to study about behavior amphetamine used
and attitude to amphetamine changed after 3 month of Using Psycho-Society Camp,
Group Process, and Family Therapy to solve Drug Abuse Problem of Students in Fang
District, Chiang Mai Province. Sample were 60 students, who used amphetamine divide
into 2 groups, Experiment and Conirol groups. The research instrument consisted of a
questionnaire for test before and after experiment, an observation form for recording
student’s behavior among Psycho-Society Camp and group process, and Individual
interview.Data were analyzed by SPSS for window Program, which were frequency,
percentage, compared among before and after with Pair sample t test, compared
between Experiment group and Control group after experiment with Independent
sample t test.

The result of this research was found that :

1. Experiment group’s mean score of behavior to used amphetamine after
Using Psycho-Society Camp, Group Process, and Family Therapy was higher than
before significant at the level .01, test by Pair sample t-test.

2. Control group’'s mean score of behavior to used amphetamine among

before and after 3 month na different, test by Pair sample t-test



3. Student’s mean score of behavior changed of used amphetamine after 3
month of Using Psycho-Society Camp, Group Process, and Family Therapy in
Experiment group. Experiment group's mean score of behavior changed of used
amphetamine was higher than Control Group, significant at the level .01, test by
independent sample t-test.

4. Experiment group’s mean score of thinking to used amphetamine after
Using Psycho-Society Carﬁp, Group Process, and Family Therapy was higher than
before significant at the level .01, test by Pair sample t test.

5. Control group’s mean score of thinking to used amphetamine amaong before
and after 3 month no different, test by Pair sample t-test.

8. Student's mean score of thinking changed of used amphetamine after of
Using Psycho-Society Camp, Group Process, and Family Therapy 3 month in
Experiment group. Experiment group’s mean score of thinking changed of used
amphetamine was higher than Control Group, significant at the level .01, test by
Independent sample t-test.

7. Experiment group’s mean score of attitude to amphetamine after Using
Psycho-Society Camp, Group Process, and Family Therapy was higher than before
significant at the level .01, test by Pair sample t-test.

8. Control group’s mean score of attitude to amphetamine among before and
after 3 month no different, test by Pair sampie t-test.

9. Student's mean score of attitude to amphetamine changed after Using
Psycho-Society Camp, Group Process, and Family Therapy atter 3 month in Experiment
group. Experiment group’s mean score of attitude to amphetamine changed was higher

than Control Group, significant at the level .05, test by Independent sample t-test.
