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Abstract

The purpose of this independent study was to compare the English reading
comprehension achievement of Prathom Suksa 6 students - taught through
semantic mapping activities with those taught through using the activities in the
teacher's manuat.

The sample was drawn by the cluster random sampling. It was divided
into " two groups; the experimental group and the control group. Each group
consisted of 48 students of Prathom Suksa 6 in the second semester of the
academic year 2002 at Puttisopon school, Mueang Chiang Mai Municipal District,
Chiang Mai Province. The experimental group taught through semantic mapping
activities and the control group taught through the activities in the teacher’s
manual. The tools were 9 lesson plans with semantic mapping activities, 9 lesson
plans with activities in the teacher's manual and the English reading comprehension
achievement test. The data were analyzed by t-test.

The finding of this study was that the English reading comprehension
achievement of Prathom Suksa 6 students taught through semantic mapping
activites was higher than those taught through using the activities in the

teacher's manual at the .001 leve! of significance.
