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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to design the exercises for pronouncing
and writing words with regular final consonants for Prathom Suksa 2 students and to study
their achievement in pronouncing and writing words with regular final consonants before and
after the implication of the exercises. The target group of this study was seven Prathom
Suksa 2 students at Mae Daet Noi School, Maejam District Office of Primary Education,
Chiang Mai Province. The research instruments consisted of 1) 27 exercises for pronouncing
and writing words with regular final consonants and 2) two achievement tests on pronouncing
and writing those words. The obtained data were analyzed by computing means and t-test
and then were presented in tables with descriptions.

The findings of this research were as follows :

1. The exercises for pronouncing and writing words with regular final consonants
by pronouncing the phonemes of those consonants consisted of the exercise directions and
the exercise manual. The students could conceptualize the strategy of pronouncing and writing
words with regular final consonants.

2. Students’ achievement in pronouncing and writing words with regular final
consonants of the post-test was statistically higher than that of the pre-test at the .01 level
of significance. This showed that the exercises could improve the students’ knowledge and

ability of pronouncing and writing words with regular final consonants.
