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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to develop the Work Oriented and
Occupation Based Area instructional plar.ns on sa paper of Prathom Suksz 6 students;
study the leaming achievement and opinions of students learning through those plans.
The population were 17 Prathom Suksa 6 students studying in the second semester of
2002 academic year at Mae Mok Wittaya school under the office of Thoen district
primary education, Lampang province. The instruments were 11 instructional plans on
sa paper for 50 periods of teaching time; each period was‘ twenty minutes, 60 items of
content tests, Performance test, and students’ opinionaire. The data of content test and
performance test were analyzed by percentage and compared with the set criteria,
meanwhile, the students’ opinions analyzed by grouping. Both data were presented
through tables and description.

The findings were as follows:

1. The Work Oriented and Occupation Based Area instructional plans were
developed and useful for students of Mae Mok Wittaya school.

2. The average content scores of students were 81.27% and average performance

scores were 88.71% which were at the good level and passed the set criteria.



3. The opinions of students were :
3.1 Students’ opinions about the instructional activities : They could apply
the content in their daily lives ; there were various types of activities, especially
hands-on activities made lessons more understandable. They also gained the knowledge

in making sa paper and sa paper production from the expert. Meanwhile, the evaluation

pr_ocess was fair.

3.2 The opinions about the sa paper producing career in the future was
found that the students realized in the value of sa paper producing career, They must
conserved and developed this career by planning to develop quality of sa paper and sa
paper production. Finally, they wanted to have an instruction for community by the

local wisdom.
