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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to compare the English vocabulary

leaming ability, retention and reading abilities of the students both before and after they

were taught through the use of LINCS strategy. The target group was 26 Mathayom

Suksa 4 students who enrolled in an English reading and writing course (English 025) in

the first semester of the academic year 2002 at Chiang Mai Univ'ersity Demonstration

School, Muang District, Chiang Mai Province. The researcher taught (the target group)

through the use of LINCS strategy for 16 periods. The tests in English vocabulary

learning and in reading abilities were administered before and after the 16 periods of

teaching had finished. The retention test was given to the target group after the test in

English vocabulary fearning had been completed for 14 days. Then the data were

analyzed using percentage, mean and standard deviation.



The findings of the research were as follows :

1. The students taught through the use of LINCS strategy had higher English
vocabulary ability scores than those of the pretest.

2. The students taught through the use of LINCS strategy had higher
vocabulary retention scores after 14 days posttest than those of the immediate posttest,

3. The students taught through the use of LINCS strategy had higher reading

ability scores than those of the pretest.
