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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the results of using typefaces and font sizes of
Thai characters on web pages. The instruments of this study were questionnaires and web pages.
The subjects were 305 undergraduate students studying in the Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai
University. The statistics used in this research for analyzing the data were frequency and

percentage,

The findings were as follows:

1. For the clarity and sharpness, 33.1% of the samples agreed that MS Sans. Serif and
Size 3 (12 Point) were the clear and sharp typeface and font size of Thai characters on web pages.

2. For the easy and comfortable to read, 37.7% of the samples agreed that MS Sans
Serif and Size 3 (12 Point) were the easy and comfortable typeface and font size of Thai
characters on web pages.

3. For the preference and attractiveness, 25.6% of the samples agreed that MS Sans
Serif and Size 3 (12 Point) were the preferable and attractive typeface and font size of Thai

characters on web pages.



4. 38.7 % of the samples thought that the suitable typeface of Thai characters used in
web pages design was Ms Sans Serif, This was due to its easy to read and sharpness; 38.7 % of

the samples thought that the suitable font size of Thai characters used in web pages design was

size 3 (12 point). This was because of its appropriateness.
