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ABSTRACT

The objective of this rescarch was to study factors affecting social studies problems
instruction at Metheewudthikorn School, Lamphun Province. The sample consisted of school
administrators and 10 social studies teachers. The samples were also selected from 101 students
and parents using Stratified Random Sampling. Intervicws, questionaires and SPSS for
windows were to be used as education tool in order to analyze percentage average means and
standard deviation of the data.

The results of the study found that;

1. Problems affecting social studies from opinions of school administrators, teachers,
students and parenﬁ; were teaching technigue.

2. Problems affecting social studies

2.1 Internal factors which most affecting social studies from opinions of school
administrators were that teachers had not enough understand some social issues but opinions of
teachers informed that teachers did not analyze social studies instruction and lack of budget in
promoting its knowledge and skills while students informed that some social studies problems
were too complicated.Parents informed that social studies were not supported positive value for
students. External factors which most affecting social studies from opinions of school
administrators and teachers were that students did not concentrate on learning while teachers and
students agreed that students’ background knowledge were different, and parent informed that

some students had physical dis advantage such as eyestrain or disability.



2.2 Internal factors which most a ffecting social studies implementation from
opinions of school administrators and teacher were from overload duties while students informed
that teachers had not provided variety learning activities, and parents informed about overload
homework. External factors which most affecting social studies implementation from opinions
of school administrators were that students did not concentrate on learning while teachers and
students agreed that students’ background knowledge were different , and parents informed that
some students had physical dis advantage such as eyestrain or disability. _

2.3 Internal factors which most a flecting social studies technique from opinions of
school administrators and students agreed that teachers had not provided variety learning
activities while parents informed about overload homework. External factors which most
affecting social studies technique from opinions of school administrators, teachers and students
agreed that students’ background knowledge were different, and parents informed that because
some students had physical dis advantage such as eyestrain or disability.

2.4 Internal factors which most affecting social studies media and materials from
opinions of school administrators, teachers and students agreed that teachers did not do
maintenance for these while parents informed that because high cost of some media and
materials. External factors which most affecting social studies media and materials from
opinions of school administrators and parents were that students had not enough knowledge in
using such media and materials, and teachers informed that students had not enough knowledge
in using such medias and materials.Teachers informed about overload quantity of students while
students informed about different background knowledge.

2.5 Internal factors which most affecting social studies evaluation and assessment
from opinions of school administrators were from opinions of school administrators. Teachers
had lack of evaluation and assessment understanding. While teachers informed that they had less
time to accomplish the tasks. Students and parents agreed that school had focused into extra
curricular activities. External factors which most affecting social studies evaluation and
assessment were that parents did not follow-up student learning performance while teachers and
students agreed that students did not concentrate on learning, and parents informed that some

students had physical dis advantage such as eyestrain or disability.
