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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the creative writing ability of
Prathom Suksa 3 students before and after learning lessons through printed materials
using sub-skill approach. The sample comprised 45 Prathom Suksa 3 students of
Sahasuksa Saraphi District, Chiang Mai province in the second semester of acadamic
year 2002. The instruments used in this study were ten creative writing instructional
ptans with printed materials as instructional media and a creative writing achivement
test. The collected data were analyzed through means, standard deviations, and t-test.
It was found that the students learning creative writing through printed materials gained
higher scores of creative writing than those before learning at the 0.01 level of

significance.
