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Abstract

This independent study investigated education quality assurance activities of schools
altached to the Office of San Pa Tong District Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province.
Population under study comprised 38 school administrators and assistants and 324 teachers
attached to the above office in the 2002 academic year. Instrument used was a questionnaire
with items covering essential of the forementioned topic. Collected data were then analyzed
through applications of percentage and frequency.

The findings were summarized as follows :

Most of the population agreed that activities for education quality assurance in
learner quality, instruction, and school administration and management were performed as a
whole. As for problems concerning students ; they were different knowledge base, family
problem, lack of discipline, moral and ethics, and learning achievement lower than the standard
criterion. In the same manner; those of teachers were the use of old teaching methods, too
much work, and lack of planning and instructional preparation. For the schools ; there were
lack of budget, lack of personnel in the specific field, and lack of supervision and followed —
