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Abstract

This study investigated information technology utilization of Assumption College
Lampang. Population under study consisted of 269 school administrators and teachers of the
forementioned college in the 2002 academic year. Instrument used was a questionnaire with
items covering essential of the topic. Collected data were analyzed through application of
percentage.

Findings were summarized as follows:

Most respondents revealed that they did utilize information technology in the
preparation of instructional materials, in the assistance of data base management, and in the
school webpage through internet. As for problems cited; they were: unclear policy, insufficient
budget for development, no control center for the system, lack of personnel to tend for the system,
task system complicated, out of date computer units, and slow internet system and insufficient for
use. Concerning personnel; they were not available and were not cooperated in attending the
workshop/seminar for more knowledge about computer, and school workshops were carried out
discontinuously. Moreover, software materials were insufficient in quantity, insufficient for use,

and no helper to give assistance.
