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ABSTRACT

This purpose of the research was to study the needs for guidance service
provided to adolescents at Chiang Mai Home for boys. The study population consisted
of 52 adolescents at Chiang Mai Home for boys on October 2002 to January 2003. The
method of a study was questionnaire and the statistical analysis used included
percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The study found that the adolecents at
Chiang Mai Home for boys had high level of the needs for guidance service. The
personal and social guidance and educational guidance were needed at high level,

while vocational guidance was at the moderate level.
