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ABSTRACT

The purpose of the research was to study the overail problems of and needs for
guidance services of Mathayom Suksa 4 students in Yupparaj Wittayalai School,

Chiang Mai Province. The data were classified by gender and study program. The sample
for the study comprised 241 students. The tool used in gathering data was a rating scale
questionnaire which had a reliability coefficient of 0.83 and 0.89. The statistical tests
used in analyzing data were frequency, percentage, arithmetic means, standard deviation,
and mean of population at 95 %.

The study found that, in students’ view, the problems regarding to information
service, placement service, follow —up service and individual inventory service were at the
moderate level, but the counseling service was in a low to moderate level . Need for
guidance service; counseling service, placement service, follow —up service and

information service were at high level, but moderate in the individual inventory service.
