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Abstract

This one-group pretest-posttest experimental research was to compare the effect of
group process activitics on Prathom Suksa 6 students’ responsibility and self-confidence.
Twenty-four Prathom Suksa 6 students enrolled in the second semester of 2002 academic year
in Ban Mae Lan, Long District, Phrae Province, had served as the population for the 6 week
experiment period. The instrument used included 10 group process activity plans and the
responsibility and self-confidence tests. The researcher collected the data herself before and after
the experiment. The collected data were analyzed in terms of frequency distribution, percentage,
mean, and standard deviation. [t was found that the students’ responsibility and self- confidence

increased after taking part in the experiment.
