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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study the mathematics learning outcome of
Prathom Suksa 6 students cooperative learning with parents and to study the opinions
of students and parents regarding cooperative leaming process. The samples were 10
Prathom Suksa 6 students with 10 parents in the second semester of the academic
year 2002, at Anubaan Jom Mok Kaew School, Mae Lao District, Chiang Rai
Province. The instruments used in this research consisted of 10 lesson plans on word
problems in addition subtraction, multiplication and division of Decimal for 10 hours.
Papers for parents’ seminar, achievement test, and interviewing form. Statistics used in
data analysis included mean, standard deviation and t-test and presented through table
and description and. descriptive analysis.

The findings were as follows:

1. The mathematics learning outcome of Prathom Suksa 6 students before and
after learning through the plans were statistically different at the .01 level of significance.

2. The opinions of students and parents regarding cooperative learning process were :

The students got helps and suggestions from parents while doing their
homeworks, They analyzed the steps of mathematics word problems solving together.
The parents also took care of students by providing learning aids, places for doing

homeworks.




The parents had better understanding about processes of helping children
doing homeworks. They also adapted the cooperative leaming processes for using in
their daily lives, especially the topic of money. Furthermore, the parents had good attitude

toward mathematics subject, families, teachers and school.
