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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the English speaking ability of
undergraduate students through simulations as well as to compare self-efficacy of the students
before and after being taught through simulations. The target group was the third year English
students of the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences who took Business English 2
(1551606) in the first semester of the academic year 2002 at Rajabhat Institute Lampang, Muang
District, Lampang. The self-efficacy questionnaire was administered before the studying. Then
the target group was taught through simulations lessons for 24 periods. The English speaking
ability and the self-efficacy were assessed afier the completion of all the lessons. The data were
analyzed by using mean, percentage, and standard deviation.

The findings of this study were as follows:

1. The students’ English speaking ability afier using simulations was at good level.

2. The students’ self-efficacy after using simulations was higher.
