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ABSTRACT

The two purposes of this research were to 1) construct and define quality of Reading
Comprehension Tests for students in the fourth level 2) construct Norms and usage handbook
of Reading Comprehension Tests for students in the fourth level. The samples were divided
mnto 4 groups for different purposes i.c. the first group were 8 expert in Thai language
supervisors and evaluators for finding content validity, the second were 311 fourth level
students for testing the difficulties and discrimination, the third were 215 fourth level students
for reliability and time test and the fourth group were 1,008 fourth level students for
constructing Norms of Reading Comprehension Tests. The two research tools were 1) The
content validity evaluation form and 2) The Reading Comprehension Tests. The later were

defined quality with difficulties and discrimination using 27% technique (Chung Teh Fan),



reliability using K.R. 20 of Kuder Richardson and Norms using standard form of Normalized
T-Scores.

The research finding were as followed :

1) The results of constructing and defining quality of Reading Comprehension Tests :
40 test items were from 12 passages/articles/situation. The proper time for the test is 40
minutes. The results of quality finding were (1) Each test item quality was at 1.00 content
validity or index of consistency, each test item discrimination value of false choice was over
0 level in all choices. And (2) The average difficulty of the test was at 0.50, the average
discrimination of the test was at 0.53 and the reliability of the test was 0.84.

2) The result Norms of Reading Comprehension Tests constructing were as followe;d,
The Nomms of Reading Comprehension Tests were developed by Normalized T-Scores. The
result of the fourth level students tests showed the Normalized T-Scores from 12 to 33.
Normalized T-Scores at 50 would be as equal as the score at 25.33. The result scores of
Matayom Suksa 4 students showed the Normalized T-Scores from 20 to 80. Normalized
T-Scores at 50 would be as equal as the score at 24.66. The result scores of Matayom Suksa
5 students showed the Normalized T-Scores from 20 to 76. Normalized T-Scores at 50
would be as equal as the score at 25.65. The result scores of Matayom Suksa 6 students
showed the Normalized T-Scores from 21 to 77. Normalized T-Scores at 50 would be as

equal as the score at 25.88,
