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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study the English language learning ability
as well as the 8 muitiple intelligences of grade 5 students taught through an integrated
multiple intelligence instruction. The sample was 12 Prathom Suksa students of the
Prince Royal's College, drawing from the class of 45 students in 5/4, enrolled in the
English course in the second semester of academic year 2003. The research
instruments consisted of 12 lesson plans using integrated multiple intelligence
instruction, listening-speaking, reading, writing, and muitiple intelligence assessment
forms. All the assessment forms were conducted during implementing the lesson plans
starting from the third to the twelfth lesson plans. The data was analyzed by using
percentage.

The findings were as follows:

1. The English language learning ability of most students, 83.33% in listening-
speaking, 75% in reading and 75% in writing, was at good tc very good level.

2. The multiple intelligence score in 8 areas of most students (81.66%) was more

than 80 percentage.
