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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this qualitative research were to study the Catholic Christianity
Belief relating to the assistance and work provided for other people, and the social mechanism
and transformation method of religious belief relating to the assistance and work given for other
people of the Legio Mariae families. Data were collected from 12 Legio Mariae families, which
were identified as the key informants, by observations and interviews. The collected data were
examined, then, identified according to the issues, grouped for further analyses according to the
research’s conceptual framework, and, finally, descriptively presented.

The research results were as follows.

There was an aim to bring people to live together mutually, happily and peacefully
based on the Catholic Christianity belief. It was found that Legio Mariae families’ belief had
related to the assistance and work provided for other people. It consisted of the belief in the Holy
Father, who created human, and of all man kinds as brotherhood. They believed in Jesus Christ,
who was the Holy Father’s son and born as a human to teach the people to love each other.
They also believed in the Holy Spirit, who mobilized the Christians to do good to other people,
and also believed in the Holy Maria whose pattern in the hope of other people.

The social mechanism in transforming the belief in providing assistance and work for
other people could be found within the families, churches, christian schools and communities.

Each mechanism functioned to transform the belief as follows:



1. The families transformed the living patterns, training in preaching, reading the
bible, and taking the children to their churches.

2. The church had methods of transformation in preaching, conducting ritual activities,
teaching and joining the church’s activities.

3. Schools had their transformation methods by means of preaching the religious
thoughts, and conducting the Catholic Christians’ activities.

4. Communities had their transformation method through familiarization and joining
with their activities.

In summary, the most importance result of this research was family which had the
effect on the cultivation of faith, conduct, behavior of the members; as consequently it would

give the effect of action and practice reward the Legio Mariae Families Group.
