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ABSTRACT

The research on factors related to linguistic adjustment of The Pga K’nyau
students in a Mae Hong Son educational opportunity expansion school was to study
the factors related to linguistic adjustment of The Pga K’nyau students. It was a
qualitative research collecting information through participating in the activities
engaged by Mathayom Suksa 2, Seree Withaya, under the jurisprudence of the Office
of Mae Hong Son Educational Service Area 1. The study was carried out with 4 cases
of students. The research took 9 months. The instrument used included the observation
form, taping recording, and interview. The information was collected through
interview, observation of behavior, and audio-recording of the conversation.

It was found that the factors related to linguistic adjustment of Pga K’nyau
students included environments facilitating their interaction with Thai language. The
students who have higher interaction with Thai language would have better linguistic
adjustment. Family factors facilitating learning and linguistic development included
economic status, expectation of the family members for the students’ ability to use
Thai language. Personal factors leading to Thai language development included
academic achievement, emotional quotient, attitude towards using Thai language, and
motivation to further study. Regarding learning and teaching process of the teacher,
the teachers who were attentive to the teaching could help increase the students’
linguistic development. Various media such as radio programs, audio-tape, and
television were the materials that could help students gain linguistic development.
