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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research is to study the learning process in music of
two primary school children with differing ability. The case study is in two eight
years old girls. The method of study was to do piano teaching, observing and
interviewing for 12 weeks, from October to December 2005. In each piano class,
students were evaluated for their ability in piano playing, singing, listening, sight
reading and understanding of music theory. It was found that the child with better
ability can play, sing, listen, sight read and understand music theory well. She also
has better concentration and effort in piano lesson. Her evaluation is good. In
practicing, she would think before she starts playing and plays well.

The child of lower ability can not play, sing, listen, sight read and understand
theory so well. She also does not have concentration and effort in piano lesson. In
practicing, she would not think before playing and could not play well.

In conclusion, the case studies have different ability in learning music.The
factors that affect their learning process are attitude, personality, motivation and
family.
