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ABSTRACT

The research involved the study of students at a vocational school in Chiang Mai. The
objectives of the study are to study social behaviors among vocational students. Whose lives are
related to alcohol, sex and soccer gambling. And to study the reasons that lead them perform
these acts. This is considered as a Qualitative research. The researcher gathered information form
the students and teachers. Who are intimate with the students, including some information from
female students in order to indicate the differences in particular aspects. The methods used to
gather information are in — depth interviews, group discussion, and observation with a tape
recorder and writing memo on field. The information was, then, analyzed by typological analysis.
With this method of analysis, all the information was divider into appropriately different types
that based on the behaviors of the target group. The study found that:

Alcohol consumption among the vocational students was normal. They often gathered
at their apartments or pubs to drink after school. They preferred to drink alcohol with brand in
order to show their social status. As for sexual aspect, the vocational students divided their sexual
relationship into 2 types : a normal couple and couples that met at entertainment places. It was
found that the first type had a longer relationship, whereas: the second type had a shorter after
relationship after having sexual intercourse. In regards to soccer gambling. The study found that
soccer gambling is easy to play and could gain a big money. If won. Some of the students were
addicted to the gambling. But did not admit their addiction. The irony was that when they won.

They would love to bet again with more money. In contrast, when they lost, they would think that



they made a little mistakes for the wrong choice. So. They would bet again with more money. In
addition, as in today, mass media focuses more on soccer compared to other sports. This means it
provides plenty of soccer news. Information and rates for betting in a game.

In the process that leads the vocational students to alcohol, sex and soccer gambling
found that. It is a process of leaning the society that they lived since they were born. There were
also other in fluencies factor in the society that led them to these activities. These factor would,
then, automatically root into their beliefs, norms and stand of lives. When they moved from their
primary society to a smaller society. Which was their group of friends. They would create a
subculture in their groups. This would sometimes create a collision between the primary culture

and the subculture. This collision could be in various forms, both serious and not serious.
