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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to use classroom action research to enhance Thai Language
usage of 29 students in Prathomsuksa 6 of Ban Huaytom School, Lamphum Province, during the first
semester of education year 2548 B.E, The process was implemented through the 16 learning plans for 57
teaching hours, using 30 activities. The tools used in collecting data were a fundamental knowledge
test and learning behavior record. The teaching tools were learning plans, pre-test and post-test, skill
practice exercises, and teaching aids. Content analysis, means, percentage, and standard deviation
were employed in the analysis of the data.

The results were:

1. The four skills in using Thai Language were improved indicating through higher
post-test results than those of the pre-test for all leaning plans,

2, Students’ learning behavior was improved.

3. Activities received more attention from students were finding spelling words form

songs, learning poems by rote, imaginative writing, Karen tales writing, and competition games.
