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ABSTRACT

This study investigated academic affairs administration of schools attached
to Chiang Mai Municipality. Population under study comprised 281 administrators and
teachers from the above schools in the 2006 academic year. Instrument used was a questionnaire
with items asking about essentials of the topic. Whereupon, collected data were analyzed
through applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

With respect to academic affairs administration of aforementioned schools ; the tasks
performed were : curriculum and its implenientation, planning, measurement and evaluation,
educational supervision, instructional provision and promeotion, curriculum and instructional
materials, and library. When considering each aspect separately, the performed were the
ensuing : studied national curriculum for the setting of educational management objectives for
school ; planning with consideration of personnel’s knowledge and ability ; set up schedule for
works in measurement and evaluation ; organized workshop on instructional development in
school; used learning materials suitable to the subject matters ; and encouraged students to sce

benefit of using the library. As for some aspects that were not fully performed, they were the



following : employed technology to help in measurement and evaluation ; let teachers
participated in the evaluation of supervision; surveyed students’ needs for use in planning
instructional activities ; recorded results of instructional materials usage ; and invited local

wisdom to provide knowledge to students.
