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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to compare the students’ critical reading and writing
abilities in English before and after being taught through authentic materials. The target group
was 54 Mathayom Suksa 4 students from science — mathematics program who took Fundamental
English course in the surmumer course of the academic year 2006 at Montfort College, Amphur
Muang, Chiang Mai. The research Instruments were 6 lesson plans using authentic materials and
test of critical English reading and writing ability. The procedures included having the students
take the pre - test of critical English reading and writing ability and teaching 6 lessons for 18
periods. After that the students took the post - test of critical English reading and writing ability.
The data were analyzed by using mean, standard deviation and percentage.

The findings of this study were as follows:

|. The critical English reading ability of the students after using authentic materials
was higher than those of the pre - test.

2. The critical English writing ability of the students after using authentic materials

was higher than those of the pre - test.
