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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to compare students’ English listening-speaking
abilities and moralities before and afier using story-telling activities, The target group was 30
Prathom Suksa 5 students, taking the Fundamental English E 22101 in the second semester of
academic year 2006 at Sridonchai Community Municipality School. The research design was one
group pretest-posttest design. The experimental instruments consisted of 8 lesson plans using
story telling. The collecting data instruments consisted of the English listening-speaking abilities
~ test and morality questionnaire administered to the students before and after the experiment. The
data obtained were analyzed by using mean and standard deviation,

The findings were as follows:

1. Students’ listening-speaking abilities were higher after using story-telling activities,

2. Students’ moralities were higher after using story-telling activities,
