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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to develop English project work lessons on health
promotion, to study the language skills after learning two English project work lessons, and to
compare Emotional Quotient of Mathayom suksa 3 students before and after learning two English
project work lessons. The target group was 26 Mathayom Suksa 3 students who enrolled in an
English for Information Technology course in the first semester of the academic year 2006 at
Srinagarindra the Princess Mother School, Phayao.

There were three types of research instruments. The first type used was for designing and
implementing the lessons, which consisted of questionnaires of students’ needs and interests
toward topics and learning activities, course syllabus and lesson plans of project 1 and 2. The
second type used was for evaluating the efficiency in the lessons, which consisted of an
evaluation form of English project work lessons’ efficiency and an evaluation form of English
language skills. The third type used was for collecting data, which consisted of a test of English

language skills and a test of Emotional Quotient.



The results of the study showed that the two English project work lessons on Health
Promotion containing three stages of doing project work which are planning, carrying out and
reviewing and monitoring were very effective and suitable for students’ level of knowledge.

It was found that the students’ English listening, speaking, reading and writing abilities were
above the criteria at a good level. Moreover, the level of Emotional Quotient of the students after

learning English project work lessons was higher than before learning.
