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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study the satisfaction with the conditions and the
opinions of students who studied with tutors and patterns of the private tutoring jobs.
The samples were five groups of students who studied in the campus of Chiang Mai University.
There were five tutors who graduated Ph.D. and M.A. and forty students. The research instruments
were the questionnaire about the satisfaction and the opinions of the students and interviewing the
tutors to find the pattern of the teaching and observing the conditions. The data was analyzed by
computing the average, percentage and standard deviation and presented by description tables.

The finding revealed that.

1. The student were satisfied with the condition of studying; that was, in the campus of
Chiang Mai University, such as, under the faculty buildings, under the dormitory, and in
the classroom of the faculty.

2. The students were satisfied with the tutors at high and highest-level not only the

teaching but also the personality and the ethics.



3. There were many kinds of the patterns of teaching. They were appropriate and
efficient for the students understand and apply the knowledge. The tutors emphasized the practice
and evaluated from exercises and asking them as the learning objects. These were teaching
techniques to enhance the students by various methods such as, explanation, problem solving,

description and teaching process
