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Abstract

This research was aimed to study two aspects. One aspect was to study
learners’ English speaking skills after the implementation of competency-based
language teaching (CBLT) techniques. The other aspect was to compare learners’
self-confidence prior to and after the implementation of CBLT in accordance with the
questionnaires. The target group was a class of 18 students of non-English majors,
ranging from 2" to 3" year, who enrolled in English 001210 Oral Expression | class
during 1% semester of the academic year 2007 at Chiang Mai University. There were
two types of research instruments. The first type used was the experimental
instrument which consisted of 12 lesson plans using CBLT techniques. The second
type used for collecting data was the three oral presentations implemented after CBLT
lessons with provided rubric. Learners’ self-confidence was assessed by asking
students to complete self-confidence questionnaires before and after CBLT
implementation. The data were analyzed by using percentages.

The results were as follows:

1. Learners’ speaking skills met the criteria after the implementation of

competency-based language teaching techniques and were at the very good
level (50%).
2. Learners’ self-confidence was enhanced after the implementation of

competency-based language teaching technigues.
