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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to promote the students’ English oral presentation
ability after using multiple intelligences activities, and to compare the students’ positive attitudes
towards the English studying before and after being taught through multiple intelligences
activities. The target group was 15 Matthayom Suksa 2 students who enrolled in the English
listening-speaking course in the second semester of the academic year 2008 at Chiang Mai
University Demonstration School. The research instruments consisted of lesson plans using
multiple intelligences activities, the English oral presentation ability assessment forms and the
positive attitudes towards the English studying test. The data were statistically analyzed by using
percentage, means and standard deviation.

The results were as follows:

1. After being taught through multiple intelligences activities, all the students’ English
oral presentation ability met the criteria and was at good to very good level (85.55 %).

2. After being taught through multiple intelligences activities, students’ positive

attitudes towards the English studying were increased.
