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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study students’ English speaking and writing
abilities after learning through tasks in business. The target group was 25 second year higher
certificate students, taking the English for Business Communication course (05081112) in the
second semester of academic year 2010 at Business Administration and Liberal Arts faculty of
Rajmangala University of Technology Lanna, Chiang Mai. The experimental instrument consisted
of 3 lesson plans based on tasks in business. Students’ speaking and writing performances were
assessed at the end of each lesson. The data were analyzed for mean, standard deviation and
percentile.

The findings were as follows:

1. After the students participated in task-based learning in business, their English speaking
scores surpassed the set criteria from fair, very good, and excellent level, respectively.

2. After the students participated in task-based learning in business, their English writing

scores surpassed the set criteria from fairly good, good, and excellent level, respectively.
