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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to analyze problems of using conjunctions in the Thai
language of second year Chinese students majoring in Thai language of Xishuangbanna
Vocational and Technical Institute and to design a set of conjunction worksheets for the students
excluding the outcomes of the modules. The tools used were writing assignments of 20 Chinese
students, 5 assignments of each totaling 100 copies and a copy of questionnaires.

The research findings were as follows:

1. The greater number of native speakers did not accept the problems of using
conjunctions of the students.

2. The problems of using conjunctions of the students were categorized in 5 types: used
conjunctions alternatively with other words, used too many conjunctions, repeated conjunctions,

no conjunctions, and misplaced conjunctions in sentences.
