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ABSTRACT

This research was to build up experience of and expand the vocabulary in reading
Thai magazine of the Chinese students studying Thai as a foreign language and to evaluate the
reading skills of the students. The population for this research included 12 third year Chinese
students studying Thai as a foreign language majoring Thai and business communication at the
Faculty of Humanities, Rajabhat Lampang University. The research instruments included 5
learning plans on touring Thailand, healthy food, exotic things, beauty fashion, and Thai culture,
the vocabulary pretest and posttest, and the magazine reading skill pretest and posttest. The
statistics used to analyze the data included mean, standard deviation, and percentage. The findings
reveal that, after engaging in the learning plans, the learners had higher experience and wider
scope of vocabulary with the average increased score of 5.88 or 29.42% and magazine reading

skill increased at 16.83%.
