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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to investigate the development of Thai vocabulary
understanding of Chinese students learning Thai as a Foreign Language while learning through
songs and to compare Thai vocabulary understanding of the students before and after learning
through songs. The target group comprised nine first-year undergraduate Chinese students
majoring in Thai Language, Faculty of Liberal Arts, Lampang Inter-Tech College in the second
semester of 2011 academic year. The experimental instruments were 12 lesson plans using songs,
an assessment form of Thai vocabulary understanding, and a Thai vocabulary understanding test.
The data obtained were analyzed for means, standard deviation, and percentage.

The findings of this research were as follows:

1. The Thai vocabulary understanding of Chinese students developed from a good
level to a very good level while learning through songs.

2. The Thai vocabulary understanding of Chinese students was higher after learning

through songs.
