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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the research were to construct the learning plans on spelling
words with final consonants in Mae Khon category for Prathom Suksa 3 students through
the AeSop stories and to study the spelling skills after learning through the learning plans.
The target was composed of 12 Prathom Suksa 3 students enrolled in the 1™ semester of
2013 academie year at Wat Wang Sing Kham School, Pa-Dad sub-district, Mueang district,
Chiang Mai province. The research instruments included 5 learning plans on spelling words
with final consonants in Mae Khon category for Prathom Suksa 3 students, each of which
took 2 hours totaling 10 hours and the test of words with final consonants with spelling
reading and writing skills composing of 30 four-choice items. Data were analyzed in term of
percentage then compared with the 60% set criterion and presented in table with description.
The results of this study were in the 5 instructional plans on spelling words with final
consonants in Mae Khon category through the Aesop stories for Prathom Suksa 3 students
could improve spelling skills of those students. After learning through the constructed plans,
the students’ spelling skills’ average score was at 83.88% which was higher than the 60% set

criterion.
