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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study the role perception and role
performance of school health teachers in the school health programs of primary .
- school in the Chiang Mai municipal area. The study population were 35 teachers
from 35 primary schools who are responsible for the school health programs.
Data were collected through the questionaires, interviewing form and observed-
data form designed by the reseacher. Descriptive statistics was used for data
analysis.

The results of this study revealed that the school health teachers had
moderate level of overall role perception at 68.4 percent and high level of overall
role performance at 73.1 percent. The role perception and role performance
were as following: schoot health service, 56.1 and 84.7 percent; school health
education, 80 and 60 percent; healthful school living, 90 and 68 percent; school
and home relationship, 100 and 91.5 percent; special projects, 90 and 65.9

percent, program planning and evaluation, 63.3 and 65.7 percent respectively.



The majority of school health teachers had role perception and role
performance at moderate and high fevel, however they did not understand in role
and practice correctly in some activities. So the public health offices would set up
fraining programs continuously, emphasis on responsibilities, coordination,
supervision for school health teachers and effiency school health services for

making students healthty.
