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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the opinion of indirect

basic factors and the level of the opinion of ICSWs concerning AIDS models

also examined. The study sample was ICSWs who both have been educated about
AIDS though five models, which included lecture along with slide, demonstration,
small group discussion, leaflet distribution and video. The 275 samples were chosen

using stratified random sampling. Data were collected by interview schedule and were

analyzed by descriptive statistics and chi - sqquare



The major findings showed.that the opinion of the ICSWs towards each
of the five AIDS models was moderate level. The relationship between basic factors
and the level of opinion among ICSWs was found as follows: Age was statistical
correlated with models of demonstration, small group discussion , leaflet distribution
and video (P<.01); Education was significant correlated with lecture along with slide,
demonstration, small group discussion, leaflet distribution (P<.01) and video (P<.05 );
The duration of working was associated with demonstration, leaflet distribution and
video (P<.01) and income was significant associated with lecture along with slide,
small group discussion (P<.01) and leaflet distribution (P<.05)

These results, hence, indicate that health education activities need to be
selected and modified suitably for general background of ICSWs. This is anticipated to

have an effective outcome and to achieve the ultimate goal of health education.
