ABSTRACT

The purpose of this descriptive study was to examine rehabilitation behavior of the
patients with post-operation fractured lower extremities. The samples were fractured lower
extremity patients who undergone surgery and attended outpatient department at Maharaj Nakorn
Chiang Mai Hospital during July to August 2001. Seventy-two patients were purposely selected
according to the study criteria. The instrument used in this study was an interview form.
The content validity was verified and the content validity indexes was .73. The reliability was .77
tested by Cronbach’s alpha coefficient. Data was analyzed by using descriptive statistic.

The results of this study showed that 75 percent of the samples had the overall score
of rehabilitation behavior at high level. Classification of the data in each part, the study showed
that the rehabilitation behavior on risk prevention, nutrition, health responsibility, exercises, and
social supports were at high level: 84.7%, 76.4%, 73.6%, 68.1% and 50% respectively.

Stress management behavior was at moderate level {66.7%).



The result of this study can be applied for nursing care of the patients with fractured
lower extremities and undergone surgery, and can be used as a guide for nursing education and

research in order to improve the rehabilitation behavior of the patients.
