ABSTRACT

The objectives of this descriptive study were to examine the food consumption
behavior and factors effected to food consumption behavior of peptic ulcer patients.
Sixty two patients who had peptic ulcer disease at Nakomping Hospital , Chiang Mai province
between 23 April to 3 May, 2002 were recruited for this study. The studied subjects were
selected by purposive sampling method. The data was collected by interviewing the patients
with a questionnaire, which had a Cronbach’ Alpha Coefficient of .94. The data was analyzed
by descriptive statistics and content analysis.

The results of the study revealed that food consumption behavior included food habit ,
type of food and beverages categories of the studied subjects had a high level (X = 2.19).
The factors effected to food consumption behavior were personal factors, these included food
habit and health condition. Furthermore, socioeconomic, food price , occupation , social and
cultural factors were also important. The subjects also had some behaviors enhancing the cause
of peptic ulcers such as smoking , drinking alcohol , stress , analgesic , anti-inflammatory , steroid

drug use and the family had no taboo for any food.
