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Abstract

The objective of this study was to describe the perception of universal health coverage
among people in Prasinge Subdistrict, Mueang District, Chiang Mai Province. The sample
consisted of 240 persons who hud a universal coverage insurance card, selected by simple
random sampling. The research instrument was a questionnaire constructed by the researcher.
Data were analysed by using descriptive statistics.

The result revealed that 91.2% of the sample received information about universal
health coverage from television. About forty three percent of them knew the correct meaning of
universal health coverage. Almost seventy four percent of the sample had the perception score of
universal health coverage at a medium level. However, when dividing their perception into two
parts, the core package and the step of service, the result showed that 71.3% and 73.8% of the
sample had perception scores ata medium level.

The result indicated that the population still had some misunderstandings about

universal health coverage. Therefore government officials and related units should take



responsibility to provide more public relations and produce suitable media in order to inform the

people and give them the correct information about universal health coverage.
