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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to describe the intention of giving up using (illegal) drugs and
factors affecting such intention, in particular, social and demographical factors, self-esteem and
family support. Two hundreds and sixty drug addicts living in Phraw district, Chiang Mai
province were asked to fill in the questionnaires by themselves. All these samples attended the
giving up Addiet Drug Camp. At Phraw District, being held from March to May 2003. The
statistics were t-test and correlation between self-esteem and family support effecting intention to
give up addict drug.

The results were found that factors affecting intention to give up addict drug were
demography and social. The samples were different significance among who decide by
themselves and decide from other person to participate in the giving up addict drug camp
(p-value =0.001). The family factor, the family relationship among family live in harmony is on

intimates and unconcerned were different significance (p-value =0.001). The usage of drug factor,




the family make clear one’s attitude when give up addict drug among to increase in attention of
family admit and ignore with suspect to their family were different significance (p-value =0.001).
Self-esteern was positive correlation with intention of give up addict drug was different
significance {p-value =0.001) {r=0.274) and family support was positive correlation with give up
addict drug was different significance (p-value =0.001) (r=0.326).

This study suggest that the samples who take drug can give up addict drug which
have three factors. 1} pass to train from the giving up Addict Drug Camp to adaptable behaviors.

2) to reinforce in self-esteem and 3) family should be participate in family support system.
