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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study was to analyze about the knowledge and perception of
AIDS patient on anti-retrovirus drug and the relationship between their knowledge, perception
and drug adherence. The sample of 235 AIDS patients from ‘Doisa.ket hospital ,Sansai hospital
and Mae-oen hospital were selected by purposive selection during May to July 2004. The data
were collected by interview questionnaires, and analyzed by descriptive and analytic statistics .

The result revealed that 43.8 % of the sample had a moderate level of knowledge and
45.1% of the sample had high level of perception. The relationship between knowledge and
perception and between perception and drug adherence were significant difference (r = 0.186
P<.0l,and P < .05). Regarding the population factors, there were significant difference
between education and knowledge (P < .05), sex and perception (P < .05), age and length of _
Anti-Retroviral Treatment (P < .01).

In conclusion, there were relationship among the knowledge, perception and drug

adherence of the patients. Beside that , there are some population factors which also have felation



to them. Giving more concern to those factors will increase drug adherence of the patients with

Anti-Retroviral Treatment.
