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Abstract

The study of waste management by household participation namely, a case of
Banluay, Lamphun Municipality had two objectives: firstly, to study the means of waste
management of Banluay households, and secondly, roles of the community leaders and their
participation in households waste management . The study was carried out with 4 designated
leaders and 127 household members of Banluay community, as being selected by the use of
simple random sampling technique. The tools used consisted of interviewing format for the
community leaders and a set of questionnaires for the sample households. There were four
parts in the questionnaires: 1) general basic data: 2) local opinions towards the community
leadership: 3) participation in waste management: and 4) means of individual houschold’s waste
management. The statistics applied for this study were frequency, percentage and chi-square

).

The results of this study were as follows :

1. The study on the means of individual houschold’s waste management
revealed that most of community dwellers had different methods in waste management varying
different types of the waste. However, their methods were found quite effective and suitable for
their ways of living. Therefore, there was no wasie problem in the community and the

municipality had no problem in collecting the waste.



2. The study on participation in waste management revealed that most of the
community dwellers used to participate in waste management of the community in which its
~ leaders had continuously promoted and supported the management process. Moreover, most of
the community dwellers were well aware of waste problems of the community. Consequently,
there were good cooperations between the community dwellers and their leader not only in
waste management but also in other public activities.

3. The study on local opinions towards the community leadership revealed that
most of the community dwellers had positive attitude toward their leadership. They agreed that
the community leaders had' an important role in managing the waste of the community. The
community leaders encouraged the community dwellers to participate in wasie management of
the community in every stage. As a consequence, there were a unity and good-will cooperation

in waste management being emerged within the community.
