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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study attitudes, behaviors, and problems
concerning infectious waste management of public health centers in Changwat Uttaradit.
The survey used a set of questionnaires as a research instrument. The respondents
consisted of 172 heads and staff of all 86 public health centers in Changwat Uttaradit.
The data were analyzed by using percentage, means, standard deviation and one - way

analysis of variance.

The study revealed that most of the public health center staffs had a high level
of attitudes and a moderate level of good behaviors on infectious waste management.
Most public health centers had few problems in managing infectious waste. Hypothesis

testing found that :



. Public health center staffs with different sizes of centers did not have
significant different attitudes towards infectious waste management.

. Public health center staffs with different levels of patients did not have
significant different attitudes fowards infectious waste management.

. Behaviors in infectious waste management of public health center staffs with
different sizes of centers did not have different significantly.

. Behaviors in infectious waste management of public health center staffs with
different levels of patients have different significantly.

. Public health center with different sizes did not have different levels of
problems in infectious waste management.

. Public health center with different levels of patients did not have different

levels of problems in infectious waste management.
